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Study Abroad Budget and Financial Aid Handout
Steps to Receiving Financial Aid while Abroad:
1. FAFSA: Make sure you file on time. File as if you will be on campus at Widener. 
2. Study Abroad Budget Worksheet: Complete the Budget Worksheet with the Study Abroad Adviser using the costs for your top study abroad choice(s). The Student Abroad Adviser will submit the Budget Worksheet to Financial Aid for your financial aid to be estimated and added to the Budget Worksheet.
3. Financial Aid Meeting: When Financial Aid has added the information to the Budget Worksheet, they will email you to schedule a meeting to explain your financial aid. You should have this meeting before you pay any non-refundable deposits or fees to your study abroad program. 
4. Follow up with Study Abroad: Provide the Study Abroad office with a copy of the completed Budget Worksheet. Note: Many Study Abroad programs also offer scholarships or other aid, and there are outside scholarships. If the Study Abroad program you want to do is not feasible, Study Abroad can help you find an alternative program. Please come see us before you give up on your plan to study abroad! 
5. Consortium Agreement: Once you have committed to a program, complete the Consortium Agreement and submit it to Financial Aid. Make sure you know the date your aid will be disbursed and if it will be disbursed to you directly or to the Study Abroad program. If the disbursal date is after the date that program fees are due, please inform the Study Abroad office as soon as possible.
